Do the math…

• US Citizens –

300,000,000+

• Deaths on 9/11 –
about 3000

• = Less than 1 
death for every 

100,000 US 
citizens

Results?

• Cries of outrage

• Demands for justice

• $4 trillion spent on warfare and "homeland security"

• Nearly 1/3 million people killed in wars, mostly 
civilians (less than 10,000 from the USA)

• Over 1/3 million people wounded, mostly civilians

• 7 1/2 million people now homeless

• Serious political instability in the Mideast and rising 
worldwide hatred for the USA

(Just a reminder)

• Today is "Sanctity of Life" Sunday.

• 40 years ago, the United States legalized

the murder of the unborn.
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When does a sin stop being a sin?

• When you want to do it?

• When all your friends are doing it? 

• When a government "legalizes" it?

• When the whole world says it's "good"?

• When churches claim it is "not sin"? 

When does a sin stop being a sin?

Regardless of the sin 
and who is promoting it…

IT IS STILL SIN!

Just for comparison …
(10 years, 2000-2009)

Murdered unborn children 
in 10 years –

OVER 14 MILLION

Imagine if you included all 40 years since "Roe vs. Wade" (when this was made legal)…

Deaths in the U.S. in 10 years
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Deaths from medical 
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Deaths due to lack 
of health care

Americans murdered 

by other Americans

Drunk driving deaths

Pedestrians killed 
by automobilles

Terrorism-related 

deaths (Terrorist-related deaths: The number is too small to be seen on the chart!)(Terrorist-related deaths: The number is too small to be seen on the chart!)

(Nearly 15x more than terrorist-related deaths; still too small to be seen on the chart!)

Do the math…

• US Citizens – 300,000,000+

• Murdered unborn children/10 years –
14,000,000+

• = Approx. 1 murder for every 21 US Citizens 
(in just 10 years)

Where's the public outrage?
Where's the cry for justice?

Where's the war on this terror?

Can you imagine the public 
outcry if…

• Someone went into a school and started killing 
people? (Yes)

• Someone got lynched? (Yes)
• The media obtained a video showing police 

brutality? (Yes)
• Someone kicked a dog and showed it on 

YouTube? (Yes)

• What about 4000 torturous murders per day by 
so-called "doctors"? (Yawn)

• eagerly indulging in all kinds of impure conduct

• lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God

• sexual immorality / impurity

Yet all this is but a symptom of an 
even greater evil…

• without self-control

• worshiped and served the creature rather than 
the Creator

• having a form of godliness but denying its power

• they know … that those who do such things 
deserve death, but they continue to do them

(Selected from the list of sins shown in a previous week.)

Some of us – Guilty of abortion.
= A SYMPTOM OF A GREATER EVIL

Many of us – Guilty of sexual immorality, self-love, 
abandonment to pleasure, etc.

All of us – Guilty of exalting ourselves over God.
= THE GREATEST EVIL

How shall we respond to this? The bad news…

• We have all earned eternal death.

• There are consequences in this life that 
we cannot undo.

• Without repentance, we cannot be saved.

Some of us – guilty of abortion.

Many of us – guilty of sexual immorality.

All of us – guilty of exalting ourselves over God.

The Good News… 

If we have repented and forsaken our sins… YOUR MISSION… 

• ADMIT the seriousness of sin – all sin.

• REPENT (if you haven't yet done so).

• ENCOURAGE each other to do what is 
right – "love and good deeds." (Hebrews 10:24)
