DECISIONS:

v'What WE can get from people, if we revise
the Good News to make it more appealing.

CONVERSIONS:

v'What GOD does to change hearts, based on
the undistorted, original Good News.

THE WORST THING ABouT "DECISIONS"??

v Though we gave the people a counterfeit "good news,"
they will think it was the "real thing."

v" All those warnings about false teachers will apply to us.

THE END RESULT:
v" In our "zeal" to see people saved... we will be
accomplishing the opposite.
