In what ways are you using the Bible to define

SO YOU NEED TO ASK…
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 First, you need to find out how the Bible defines these issues.

 Then, you need to look at: 

… the types of thoughts that fill your mind,

… the types of activities that fill your life, 

… the way you use your "free" time, 

… your choice of entertainment, television, computer 

games, etc.

To get an honest answer to this question, you 

need to look beyond your "official" answer. 

SUCH AS…

 Questioning God's wisdom; perhaps suggesting how he 

should do things…

 Complaining about circumstances, or people, or the 

weather, or anything else that doesn't go your way…

 Other types of evil we haven't mentioned… "Little" lies; 

not honoring one's parents; etc.

As always, you need to first find out how 

the Bible defines these issues. 
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
