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ALL of these are good goals.

Besides, ALL of them are …

 moral obligations, and

 part of what it means to "follow Jesus.

IN THIS MATTER, GOD HAS A PART,

 So, it is good to make them our goals!  

GOD'S PART: 

1) Empower his people, and 

2) Make them willing

to pursue the goals related to LOVE. 

For God is working in you, giving you the 
desire to obey him and the power to do 
what pleases him.
